Uden at modificere vores konklusion ger vi opmarksom p4, at der er betydelig usikkerhed om selskabets
evne til at fortsette driften. Vi henviser til note 1 i regnskabet, hvoraf fremgér, at det for indevaerende er
usikkert, om der opnés tilsagn om de begerede kreditfaciliteter til finansiering af driften og de
nedvendige investeringer i det forstkommende &r, men at det er ledelsens vurdering, at et saddan tilsagn
vil blive opnéet, hvorfor arsregnskabet i overensstemmelse hermed er udarbejdet under forudsetning af
virksomhedens fortsatte drift.

Without modifying our conclusion, we have to point out that there is an essential uncertainty concerning the
company's ability to continue its operation. We refer to Note 1 in the financial statment which says that for the
moment it is uncertain whether promises may be obtained concerning the requested credit facilities for the financing
of the operation of the company and the necessary investment during the next year. However, the management is of
the opinion that the promises will be obtained for which reason the annual report have been prepared given the

company's continued operation.

operating income in gross profit.

Udvikling i aktiviteter og ekonomiske forhold

Development in activities and financial matters

Arets bruttofortjeneste udger 2,3 mio. kr. mod 1,4 mio. kr. sidste &r. Det ordinare resultat efter skat ud-
gor -0,9 mio. kr. mod 0,3 mio. kr. sidste ar. Ledelsen anser arets resultat for tilfredsstillende.

The gross profit for the year is DKK 2,3m against DKK 1,4m last year. The results from ordinary activities after tax
are DKK -0,9m against DKK 0,3m last year. The management consider the results satisfactory.

Likewise, all costs, these including depreciation, amortisation,
writedown, provisions, and reversals which are due to changes in estimated amounts previously recognised in the

profit and loss account are recognised in the profit and loss account.

Amortiseret kostpris opgeres som oprindelig kostpris med fradrag af even-
tuelle afdrag samt tilleeg/fradrag af den akkumulerede amortisering af forskellen mellem kostpris og no-
minelt beleb. Herved fordeles kurstab og kursgevinst over aktivets eller forpligtelsens lobetid.

Certain fixed asset investments and liabilities are measured at amortised cost, by which method a fixed, effective
interest is recognised during the useful life of the asset or the liability. Amortised cost is recognised as the original
cost with deduction of any payments and additions/deductions of the accrued amortisation of the difference between

cost and nominal amount. In this way capital losses and capital profits are spread over the useful life.

Transactions in foreign currency are translated by using the exchange rate prevailing at the date of the transaction.
Differences in the rate of exchange arising between the rate at the date of transaction and the rate at the date of

payment are recognised in the profit and loss account as an item under net financials.

Tilgodehavender, geld og andre monetere poster i fremmed valuta, omregnes til balancedagens valuta-
kurs. Forskellen mellem balancedagens kurs og kursen péa tidspunktet for tilgodehavendets eller gaeldsfor-
pligtelsens opstéen eller indregning i seneste arsregnskab indregnes i resultatopgerelsen under finansielle
indtaegter og omkostninger.

Debtors, creditors, and other monetary items in foreign currency are translated by using the closing rate. The
difference between the closing rate and the rate at the time of the occurrence or the recognition in the latest annual
accounts of the amount owed or the liability is recognised in the profit and loss account under financial income and

expenses.

Fixed assets and other non-monetary assets acquired in foreign currency and which are not considered to be

investment assets purchased in foreign currencies are measured at the exchange rate on the transaction date.

Opfylder de udenlandske tilknyttede virksomheder og associerede virksomheder kriterierne for selvstaen-
dige enheder, omregnes resultatopgerelserne til en gennemsnitlig valutakurs for perioden, og balancepos-
terne omregnes til balancedagens valutakurser. Kursdifferencer, som er opstaet ved omregning af uden-
landske tilknyttede virksomheders egenkapital ved arets begyndelse til balancedagens valutakurser, ind-
regnes direkte pd egenkapitalen.

In case the foreign group enterprises and associated enterprises meet the criteria for being independent units, the
profit and loss accounts are translated by using an average exchange rate for the period in question, and the
balance sheet items are translated by using the closing rate. Differences arising in connection with the translation
of the equity of foreign group enterprises at the beginning of the year to the closing rate are recognised directly in
the equity. The same goes for differences arising in connection with translation of the profit and loss accounts from

average exchange rate to the closing rate.

At recognition of foreign group enterprises which are integrated units, the monetary items are translated by using
the closing rate. Non monetary items are translated by using the exchange rate prevailing at the time of acquisition
or at the time of the following depreciation or writedown of the asset. The items of the profit and loss account are
translated by using the exchange rate prevailing at the date of the transaction. However, items in the profit and loss

account deriving from non monetary items are translated by using historical prices.

The gross profit comprises the net turnover, changes in inventories of finished goods and work in progress, work

performed for own purposes and capitalised, other operating income, and external costs.

The
net turnover is recognised exclusive of VAT and taxes and with the deduction of any discounts granted in connection

with the sale.
