This annual report has been presented in accord-
ance with the provisions of the Danish Financial
Statements Act governing reporting class B enter-
prises with addition of certain provisions for re-
porting class C.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it
is probable as a result of a prior event that future
economic benefits will flow to the Entity, and the
value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet
when the Entity has a legal or constructive obliga-
tion as a result of a prior event, and it is probable
that future economic benefits will flow out of the
Entity, and the value of the liability can be meas-
ured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are
measured at cost. Measurement subsequent to
initial recognition is effected as described below
for each financial statement item.

Anticipated risks and losses that arise before the
time of presentation of the annual report and that
confirm or invalidate affairs and conditions existing
at the balance sheet date are considered at recog-
nition and measurement.

Income is recognised in the income statement
when earned, whereas costs are recognised by the
amounts attributable to this financial year.

Group enterprises with negative equity value are
measured at DKK 0. Any receivables from these
enterprises are written down to net realisable val-
ue based on a specific assessment. If the Parent
has a legal or constructive obligation to cover the
liabilities of the relevant enterprise, and it is prob-
able that such obligation is imminent, a provision
is recognised that is measured at present value of
the costs deemed necessary to incur to settle the
obligation.
