The
tax attributable to the profit for the year is recog
nised in the income statement, whereas the tax
attributable to equity transactions is recognised
directly in equity.

The Company is jointly taxed with its parent
company and this company's other Danish
subsidiaries. The tax effect of the joint taxation is
allocated to Danish enterprises in proportion to
their taxable incomes.

Investments in subsidiaries

Investments in subsidiaries are recognised and
measured under the equity method.

The items “Investments in subsidiaries” in the
balance sheet include the proportionate
ownership share of the net asset value of the
enterprises calculated on the basis of the fair
values of identifiable net assets at the time of
acquisition with deduction or addition of unreali-
sed intercompany profits or losses and with addi-
tion of any remaining value of positive differen-
ces (goodwill) and deduction of any remaining
value of negative differences (negative goodwill).
