1 Going concern

Konsekvenserne af COVID-19, hvor mange regeringer verden over har taget beslutning om at "lukke landene
ned”, far stor betydning for verdensgkonomien. Koncernens aktivitet vil blive pavirket betydeligt i 2020 som falge
af aflysning af festivalerne Northside og Tinderbox samt planlagte koncerter. Koncernen er dog berettiget til at
modtage kompensation som arranger af starre arrangementer og til delvis daekning af faste omkostninger. Dette
reducerer, sammen med andelen af festivalbilletter der ikke er blevet refunderet, men ombyttet til festivalen i
2021, de finansielle- og likviditetsmaessige konsekvenser af COVID-19.

The implications of COVID-19 with many governments across the world deciding to "close down their countries” will have great
impact on the global economy. The Group's activity will be significantly affected in 2020 as a result of the cancellation of the
festivals Northside and Tinderbox as well as planned concerts. However, the Group is entitled to receive compensation as an
organizer of a cancelled events and to partially cover fixed costs. This, together with the proportion of festival tickets that have

not been refunded but exchanged for the festival in 2021, reduces the financial and liquidity consequences of COVID-19.

Det er vanskeligt at vurdere den tidsmaessige udstraekning af restriktioner til bekaempelse af udbredelsen af

It is difficult to assess the temporal extent of restrictions to combat the spread of COVID-19; in particular restrictions around
events and any future restrictions. Furthermore, there is also uncertainty about the rate at which the economy and

consumption patterns develop subsequently.

Ledelsen har foretaget vurderinger af disse risici, gjort adskillige forudsaetninger i forhold til den forventede
genabning af Danmark, og har udarbejdet handlingsplaner og nye budgetter ud fra den forudsaetning at det er
muligt at afholde begge festivaler i 2021 samt stgrre arrangementer i starten af 2021. De nye budgetter
forudsaetter yderligere at koncernen modtaget en del af kompensationspakkerne, samt et fremtidigt billetsalg pa
niveau med tidligere regnskabsar. Ud fra ny budgetter er det ledelsens vurdering, at der er tilstraekkelig likviditet
til at fortseette driften. Moderselskabet har samtidig underskrevet en stgtteerklaering med henblik pa at yde
gkonomisk stette i det omfang, det er ngdvendigt for at understatte selskabets drift. Safremt krisen udvikler sig
vaesentligt anderledes end forventet af ledelsen kan der opsté vaesentlig usikkerhed der kan rejse betydelig tvivl
om koncernens fortsatte drift.

The management has made assessments of these risks, made several assumptions in relation to the expected reopening of
Denmark, and has prepared action plans and new budgets based on the assumption that it is possible to hold both festivals in
2021 as well as concerts in the beginning of 2021. The new budgets further presuppose that the Group receives compensation
as well as future ticket sales will be on the same level as previous years. Based on the new budgets, management assesses
that there is sufficient liquidity to continue operations. The parent company has provided a statement of support to ensure
sufficient liquidity for the coming financial year. If the crisis develops significant differently than expected by management there

will be significant uncertainty that may raise significant doubts about the Group's continued operations.

Subsequent events

consequences of COVID-19 to be an event that occurred after the balance sheet date (31. December 2019) and therefore

constitutes a non-regulatory event for the company.

Accounting Policies

Arsrapporten for DTD Rental ApS for 2019 er udar-
bejdet i overensstemmelse med arsregnskabslovens
bestemmelser for virksomheder i regnskabsklasse B
med tilvalg af enkelte regler i klasse C.

Den anvendte regnskabspraksis er uendret i forhold
til sidste r.

Klassifikation af visse resultat- og balanceposter er
e&ndret. Sammenligningstal er tilpasset. Andringen
er uden betydning for resultat og egenkapital.

Arsregnskab for 2019 er aflagt i DKK.

Generelt om indregning og maling

The Annual Report of DTD Rental ApS for 2019 has
been prepared in accordance with the provisions of
the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to en-
terprises of reporting class B as well as selected
rules applying to reporting class C.

The accounting policies applied remain unchanged
from last year.

The classification of certain items of the income
statement and balance sheet has been changed. The
comparative figures have been adjusted
accordingly. The change has no influence on the
profit/loss and equity.

Recognition and measurement

Revenues are recognised in the income statement

as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments of finan-
cial assets and liabilities measured at fair value or
amortised cost are recognised. Moreover, all
expenses incurred to achieve the earnings for the
year are recognised in the income statement, inclu-
ding depreciation, amortisation, impairment losses
and provisions as well as reversals due to changed
accounting estimates of amounts that have previous-
ly been recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is
probable that future economic benefits attributable
to the asset will flow to the Company, and the value
of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when
it is probable that future economic benefits will
flow out of the Company, and the value of the lia-
bility can be measured reliably.

Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost.
Subsequently, assets and liabilities are measured as
described for each item below.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured
at amortised cost, which involves the recognition of
a constant effective interest rate over the maturity
period. Amortised cost is calculated as original cost
less any repayments and with addition/deduction
of the cumulative amortisation of any difference be-
tween cost and the nominal amount. In this way,
capital losses and gains are allocated over the
maturity period.

Recognition and measurement take into account
predictable losses and risks occurring before the
presentation of the Annual Report which confirm
or invalidate affairs and conditions existing at the
balance sheet date.

Translation policies

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at
the exchange rates at the dates of transaction.
Exchange differences arising due to differences
between the transaction date rates and the rates at
the dates of payment are recognised in financial
income and expenses in the income statement.

Fixed assets acquired in foreign currencies are
measured at the transaction date rates.

Revenue

Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised when
the risks and rewards relating to the goods sold
have been transferred to the purchaser, the revenue
can be measured reliably and it is probable that the
economic benefits relating to the sale will flow to
the Company.

Revenue is measured at the consideration received
and is recognised exclusive of VAT and net of
discounts relating to sales.

Expenses for raw materials and
consumables

Expenses for raw materials and consumables com-
prise the raw materials and consumables consumed
to achieve revenue for the year.

Gross profit/loss

as a summary of revenue, expenses for raw
materials and consumables and other external
expenses.

Staff expenses
Staff expenses comprise wages and salaries as well

as payroll expenses.

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment
losses

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses
comprise amortisation, depreciation and impair-
ment of intangible assets and property, plant and
equipment.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in
the income statement at the amounts relating to the
financial year.

Skat af arets resultat

Skat af arets resultat bestar af arets aktuelle skat og
forskydning i udskudt skat og indregnes i resultatop-
gorelsen med den del, der kan henfores til arets
resultat, og direkte pa egenkapitalen med den del,
der kan henfgres til posteringer direkte pa egen-
kapitalen.

Selskabet er sambeskattet med danske
koncernselskaber. Selskabsskatten fordeles mellem
de sambeskattede selskaber i forhold til disses skatte-
pligtige indkomster.

Balancen

Immaterielle anlaegsaktiver

Udviklingspraojekter, patenter og licenser
Omkostninger pa udviklingsprojekter omfatter
direkte henforebare omkostninger til selskabets
udviklingsaktiviteter.

Udviklingsprojekter, der er klart definerede og identi-

omkostninger samt selve udviklingsomkostningerne.

Udviklingsprojekter, der ikke opfylder kriterierne for

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year
and changes in deferred tax for the year. The tax
attributable to the profit for the year is recognised
in the income statement, whereas the tax
attributable to equity transactions is recognised
directly in equity.

The Company is jointly taxed with Danish Group
enterprises. The tax effect of the joint taxation is
allocated to enterprises in proportion to their
taxable incomes.

Balance Sheet

Intangible assets

Development projects, patents and licences
Costs of development projects comprise directly
attributable costs to the company's development
activities.

Development projects that are clearly defined and
identifiable and in respect of which technical
feasibility, sufficient resources and a potential
future market or development opportunity in the
enterprise can be demonstrated, and where it is the
intention to manufacture, market or use the
project, are recognised as intangible assets. This
applies if sufficient certainty exists that the value in
use of future earnings can cover cost of sales, distri-
bution and administrative expenses involved as
well as the development costs.

Development projects that do not meet the criteria

for recognition in the balance sheet are recognised
as expenses in the income statement as incurred.

Aktiverede udviklingsomkostninger maéles til kostpris
med fradrag af akkumulerede af- og nedskrivninger
eller genindvindingsveerdi, safremt denne er lavere.

Materielle anlaegsaktiver

Capitalised development costs are measured at cost
less accumulated amortisation and impairment
losses or at a lower recoverable amount. An amount
corresponding to the recognised development costs
is allocated to the equity item “Reserve for develop-
ment costs”. The reserve is reduced by amortisation
of and impairment losses on the development
projects on a continuing basis.

As of the date of completion, capitalised
development costs are amortised on a straight-line
basis over the period of the expected economic
benefit from the development work. The amortisa-
tion period is 3 years.

Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are measured at
cost less accumulated depreciation and less any
accumulated impairment losses.

Cost comprises the cost of acquisition and expenses
directly related to the acquisition up until the time
when the asset is ready for use.

Interest expenses on loans raised directly for finan-
cing the construction of property, plant and equip-
ment are recognised in cost over the period of con-
struction. All indirectly attributable borrowing
expenses are recognised in the income statement.

The carrying amounts of property, plant and equip-
ment are reviewed on an annual basis to determine
whether there is any indication of impairment other
than that expressed by amortisation and deprecia-
tion.

If so, the asset is written down to its lower
recoverable amount.

Fixed asset investments

Fixed asset investments consist of deposits.

Inventories

Inventories are measured at the lower of cost under
the FIFO method and net realisable value.

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The net realisable value of inventories is calculated
at the amount expected to be generated by sale of
the inventories in the process of normal operations
with deduction of selling expenses. The net reali-
sable value is determined allowing for market-
ability, obsolescence and development in expected
selling price.

The cost of goods for resale, raw materials and con-
sumables equals landed cost.

Receivables

Receivables are measured in the balance sheet at
the lower of amortised cost and net realisable value,
which corresponds to nominal value less provisions
for bad debts. Provisions for bad debts are deter-
mined on the basis of an individual assessment of
each receivable, and in respect of trade receivables,
a general provision is also made based on the
Company’s experience from previous years.

Prepayments

Prepayments comprise prepaid expenses
concerning rent, insurance premiums, subscrip-
tions etc.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities

Deferred income tax is measured using the balance
sheet liability method in respect of temporary diffe-
rences arising between the tax bases of assets and
liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial
reporting purposes on the basis of the intended use
of the asset and settlement of the liability, respec-
tively.

Aktuelle skattetilgodehavender og -forpligtel-
ser

Aktuelle skatteforpligtelser og tilgodehavende aktuel
skat indregnes i balancen som beregnet skat af arets
skattepligtige indkomst reguleret for skat af tidligere
ars skattepligtige indkomster samt for betalte aconto-
skatter. Tillaeg og godtgerelse under acontoskatteord-
ningen indregnes i resultatopgerelsen under finansiel-
le poster.

Finansielle gzeldsforpligtelser

Gaeldsforpligtelser maéles til amortiseret kostpris, der
i al vaesentlighed svarer til nominel veerdi.
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Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax
loss carry-forwards, are measured at the value at
which the asset is expected to be realised, either by
elimination in tax on future earnings or by set-off
against deferred tax liabilities within the same legal
tax entity.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax
rules and tax rates that will be effective under the le-
gislation at the balance sheet date when the de-
ferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax.
Any changes in deferred tax due to changes to tax
rates are recognised in the income statement or in
equity if the deferred tax relates to items recognised
in equity.

Current tax receivables and liabilities

Current tax liabilities and receivables are recog-
nised in the balance sheet as the expected taxable in-
come for the year adjusted for tax on taxable in-
comes for prior years and tax paid on account.

Extra payments and repayment under the on-
account taxation scheme are recognised in the in-
come statement in financial income and expenses.

Financial debts

Debts are measured at amortised cost, substantially
corresponding to nominal value.
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
