Assets costing less than DKK 12,900 are expensed
in the year of acquisition.

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amounts of equipment are reviewed
on an annual basis to determine whether there is
any indication of impairment other than that ex-
pressed by amortisation and depreciation.

If so, the asset is written down to its lower
recoverable amount.
