Tax on profit/loss for the year

The Company is jointly taxed with wholly owned
Danish and foreign subsidiaries. The tax effect of
the joint taxation is allocated to enterprises in pro-
portion to their taxable incomes.

Balance Sheet

Investments in subsidiaries

Investments in subsidiaries are measured at cost.
Where cost exceeds the recoverable amount, write-
down is made to this lower value.

Receivables

Receivables are measured in the balance sheet at
the lower of amortised cost and net realisable value,
which corresponds to nominal value less provisions
for bad debts.

Financial debts

Loans, such as mortgage loans and loans from cre-
dit institutions, are recognised initially at the
proceeds received net of transaction expenses
incurred. Subsequently, the loans are measured at
amortised cost; the difference between the proceeds
and the nominal value is recognised as an interest
expense in the income statement over the loan
period.

Mortgage loans are measured at amortised cost,
which for cash loans corresponds to the remaining
loan. Amortised cost of debenture loans corre-
sponds to the remaining loan calculated as the
underlying cash value of the loan at the date of
raising the loan adjusted for depreciation of the
price adjustment of the loan made over the term of
