Deferred tax assets and liabilities

Deferred income tax is measured using the

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax
loss carry-forwards, are measured at the value at
which the asset is expected to be realised, either
by elimination in tax on future earnings or by set-
off against deferred tax liabilities within the same
legal tax entity.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax
rules and tax rates that will be effective under the
legislation at the balance sheet date when the
deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current
tax.
