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Management's review

Business review

The company's activities comprise sale and marketing of skin and body care products, including the
brands NIVEA, Atrix, Labello and Dobbeldusch, as well as nursing requisites and hospital articles, such as
Hansaplast. Company had positive development in Topline and Gross Margin even with a relatively high
base in year 2022. Also, optimization of cost structure and other savings secured the overall profitability.

Recognition and measurement uncertainties
The recognition and measurement of items in the annual report is not associated with any uncertainty.

Unusual matters
The company's financial position on 31 December 2023 and the results ofits operations for the financial
year ended 31 December 2023 are not affected by any unusual matters.

Financial review

Beiersdorf have achieved +24,5 % net sales growth (TDKK 195.562) in Denmark compared to previous
year (TDKK 157.031), which is much higher than the original growth plan of 3,5%. The net sales
growth is mainly driven by the price increases in 2023, contributing more than expected in the initial
plan, combined with a very fast growth development at the largest retailers. The expansion of a
customer in Europe was also a contributing factor for increasing distribution. The company's income
statement for the year ended 31 December 2023 shows a profit of TDKK 40.409 which is +68,8 %
increase to 2022 (TDKK 23.942) and the balance sheet on 31 December 2023 shows equity of TDKK
53.264 (2022 TDKK 36.797).

Management considers the company's financial performance in the year satisfactory. The
performance is consistent with management's expectations. The positive performance during the
reporting period was notably influenced by the receipt of exit tax compensation from BDF AG,
contributing to favorable results.

Significant events occurring after the end of the financial year
There are no events after the reporting period to be disclosed.

Environment

Beiersdorf continuously work on improving processes in an environmental and sustainability
perspective. A current example coming into full effect in 2023 was the partnership with our transport
partner to implement a Bio Fuel certificate on all outbound transports. The 2nd generation biofuel
meaning produced from waste and residual products. Beiersdorf Nordic could reduce our CO2 footprint
by 88%, saving about 320 tons CO2.
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Expected development of the company, including specific prerequisites and uncertainties

Beiersdorf operates in a market situation that for the grocery trade as well as the specialist retailers, is
characterized by relatively low growth and fierce completion, especially from uprising local brands. The
local brands are recognized for their pace of innovation and meeting new consumer trends and needs,
particularly in areas of “Free from” and natural ingredients. Controlled and private label brands are
equally quick to pick up these trends challenging the core of NIVEA brands.

Beiersdorf has a strong position in the market with our NIVEA and Labello and is market leader or 2nd in
multiple categories. The ambition is to improve and maintain the position in the market, as well as
driving profitability, which impose a high demand for agility, innovation and use of new media and
platforms.

We estimate that the current year's result will be slightly better than 2023’s in terms of net sales. The
distribution will be increased with one big retailer, but also some lost distributions on some products
due to the list price increase in 2023. The growth is especially on NIVEA Sun products primary driven by
the expansion of customers. Operating profit of Beiersdorf A/S will decrease due to the group’s new
transfer pricing model. Regarding benchmark studies done by KPMG our current estimate for
profitability in 2024 will be around 4%. Thus, estimate for result after taxes 2024 will be in the range
DKK 5,0 — 10,0 million.

The annual report of Beiersdorf A/S for 2023 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the
Danish Financial Statements Act applying to medium-sized enterprises of reporting class C.

The annual report for 2023 is presented in TDKK.

Basis of recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets
and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also
recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to
the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and
liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest
method. Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the
accumulated amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur before
the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet
date.

Income statement

Gross profit

In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company does not disclose its
revenue.

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Accounting policies

Gross profit reflects an aggregation of revenue, changes in inventories of finished goods and work in
progress and other operating income less costs of raw materials and consumables and other external
expenses.

Revenue

Income from the sale of goods for resale and finished goods is recognised in the income statement,
provided that the transfer of risk, usually on delivery to the buyer, has taken place and that the income
can be measured reliably and is expected to be received.

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the agreed consideration, excluding VAT and other indirect
taxes. Revenue is net of all types of discounts granted. Recognition of revenue is based on IAS 18.

Other operating income
Other operating income comprises items of a secondary nature relative to the company's activities,
including gains on the sale of property, plant and equipment.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses include expenses related to distribution, sale, advertising, administration,
premises, bad debts, payments under operating leases, etc.

Staff expenses

Staff expenses include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pensions, as well as
other social security contributions, etc. made to the entity's employees. The item is net of refunds made
by public authorities.

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses
The item comprises amortisation/depreciation and impairment of property, plant and equipment.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts that relate to the
financial year. Net financials include interest income and expenses, financial expenses relating to
finance leases, realised and unrealised capital/exchange gains and losses on securities, liabilities and
foreign currency transactions, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities and surcharges and
allowances under the Danish Tax Prepayment Scheme, etc.

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Accounting policies

Tax on profit/loss for the year

The entity and its Danish group entities are taxed on a joint basis. The Danish income tax charge is
allocated between profit-making and loss-making Danish entities in proportion to their taxable income
(full allocation method).

Jointly taxed entities to a tax refund are, as a minimum, reimbursed by the administration company
accounding to the current rates applicable to interest allowances, and jointly taxed companies having
paid too little tax pay, as a maximum, a surcharge accounding to the current rates applicable to interest
surcharges to the administration company.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred tax
charge, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profit/loss for
the year and directly in equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet
Tangible assets

Items of other and fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are measured at cost less
accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

The depreciable amount is cost less the expected residual value at the end of the useful life.

Cost comprises the purchase price and any costs directly attributable to the acquisition until the date
when the asset is available for use. The cost of self-constructed assets comprises direct and indirect
costs of materials, components, sub-suppliers and wages.

The basis of depreciation is based on the residual value of the asset at the end of its useful life and is
reduced by impairment losses, if any. The depreciation period and the residual value are determined at
the time of acquisition and are reassessed every year. Where the residual value exceeds the carrying
amount of the asset, no further depreciation charges are recognised.

Straight-line depreciation is provided on the basis of the following estimated useful lives of the assets:

Stocks are measured at cost using the FIFO method. Where the net realisable value is lower than the
cost, inventories are recognised at this lower value.

The cost of goods for resale, raw materials and consumables comprises the purchase price plus delivery
costs.

The cost of finished goods and work in progress includes the cost of raw materials, consumables, direct
cost of labour and production/production overheads.

The net realisable value of stocks is calculated as the expected selling price less direct costs of
completion and expenses incurred to effect the sale. The net realisable value is determined taking into
account marketability, obsolescence and expected selling price movements.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost. As basis for interpretation regarding provisions for bad
debt, IAS 39 has been applied.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash and deposits at banks.

Income tax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated
tax on the taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income for previous years and tax
paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method in respect of temporary differences between
the carrying amount of assets and liabilities and their tax base, calculated on the basis of the planned
use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable
value.

Deferred tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method on all temporary differences between
the carrying amount and the tax value of assets and liabilities. However, deferred tax is not recognised
on temporary differences relating to goodwill which is not deductible for tax purposes and on office
premises and other items where temporary differences, apart from business combinations, arise at the
date of acquisition without affecting either profit/loss for the year or taxable income. Where alternative
tax rules can be applied to determine the tax base, deferred tax is measured based on Management's
intended use of the asset or settlement of the liability, respectively.

Provisions

Provisions, such as contingent liability or contingent asset are measured with the best estimate of the
expenditure required to settle the present obligation at the balance sheet date. As basis for
interpretation IAS 37 has been applied.

Liabilities
Liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group companies and other payables, are
measured at amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the
transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction
date and at the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial
expenses. If foreign currency instruments are considered cash flow hedges, any unrealised value
adjustments are taken directly to a fair value reserve under ‘Equity’.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated at
the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the balance
sheet date and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the latest
financial statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.

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Management's review

Business review

The company's activities comprise sale and marketing of skin and body care products, including the
brands NIVEA, Atrix, Labello and Dobbeldusch, as well as nursing requisites and hospital articles, such as
Hansaplast. Company had positive development in Topline and Gross Margin even with a relatively high
base in year 2022. Also, optimization of cost structure and other savings secured the overall profitability.

Recognition and measurement uncertainties
The recognition and measurement of items in the annual report is not associated with any uncertainty.

Unusual matters
The company's financial position on 31 December 2023 and the results ofits operations for the financial
year ended 31 December 2023 are not affected by any unusual matters.

Financial review

Beiersdorf have achieved +24,5 % net sales growth (TDKK 195.562) in Denmark compared to previous
year (TDKK 157.031), which is much higher than the original growth plan of 3,5%. The net sales
growth is mainly driven by the price increases in 2023, contributing more than expected in the initial
plan, combined with a very fast growth development at the largest retailers. The expansion of a
customer in Europe was also a contributing factor for increasing distribution. The company's income
statement for the year ended 31 December 2023 shows a profit of TDKK 40.409 which is +68,8 %
increase to 2022 (TDKK 23.942) and the balance sheet on 31 December 2023 shows equity of TDKK
53.264 (2022 TDKK 36.797).

Management considers the company's financial performance in the year satisfactory. The
performance is consistent with management's expectations. The positive performance during the
reporting period was notably influenced by the receipt of exit tax compensation from BDF AG,
contributing to favorable results.

Significant events occurring after the end of the financial year
There are no events after the reporting period to be disclosed.

Environment

Beiersdorf continuously work on improving processes in an environmental and sustainability
perspective. A current example coming into full effect in 2023 was the partnership with our transport
partner to implement a Bio Fuel certificate on all outbound transports. The 2nd generation biofuel
meaning produced from waste and residual products. Beiersdorf Nordic could reduce our CO2 footprint
by 88%, saving about 320 tons CO2.
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Management's review

Expected development of the company, including specific prerequisites and uncertainties

Beiersdorf operates in a market situation that for the grocery trade as well as the specialist retailers, is
characterized by relatively low growth and fierce completion, especially from uprising local brands. The
local brands are recognized for their pace of innovation and meeting new consumer trends and needs,
particularly in areas of “Free from” and natural ingredients. Controlled and private label brands are
equally quick to pick up these trends challenging the core of NIVEA brands.

Beiersdorf has a strong position in the market with our NIVEA and Labello and is market leader or 2nd in
multiple categories. The ambition is to improve and maintain the position in the market, as well as
driving profitability, which impose a high demand for agility, innovation and use of new media and
platforms.

We estimate that the current year's result will be slightly better than 2023’s in terms of net sales. The
distribution will be increased with one big retailer, but also some lost distributions on some products
due to the list price increase in 2023. The growth is especially on NIVEA Sun products primary driven by
the expansion of customers. Operating profit of Beiersdorf A/S will decrease due to the group’s new
transfer pricing model. Regarding benchmark studies done by KPMG our current estimate for
profitability in 2024 will be around 4%. Thus, estimate for result after taxes 2024 will be in the range
DKK 5,0 — 10,0 million.

Accounting policies

The annual report of Beiersdorf A/S for 2023 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the
Danish Financial Statements Act applying to medium-sized enterprises of reporting class C.

The annual report for 2023 is presented in TDKK.

Basis of recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets
and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also
recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to
the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and
liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest
method. Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the
accumulated amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur before
the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet
date.

Income statement

Gross profit

In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company does not disclose its
revenue.
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Gross profit reflects an aggregation of revenue, changes in inventories of finished goods and work in
progress and other operating income less costs of raw materials and consumables and other external
expenses.

Revenue

Income from the sale of goods for resale and finished goods is recognised in the income statement,
provided that the transfer of risk, usually on delivery to the buyer, has taken place and that the income
can be measured reliably and is expected to be received.

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the agreed consideration, excluding VAT and other indirect
taxes. Revenue is net of all types of discounts granted. Recognition of revenue is based on IAS 18.

Other operating income
Other operating income comprises items of a secondary nature relative to the company's activities,
including gains on the sale of property, plant and equipment.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses include expenses related to distribution, sale, advertising, administration,
premises, bad debts, payments under operating leases, etc.

Staff expenses

Staff expenses include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pensions, as well as
other social security contributions, etc. made to the entity's employees. The item is net of refunds made
by public authorities.

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses
The item comprises amortisation/depreciation and impairment of property, plant and equipment.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts that relate to the
financial year. Net financials include interest income and expenses, financial expenses relating to
finance leases, realised and unrealised capital/exchange gains and losses on securities, liabilities and
foreign currency transactions, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities and surcharges and
allowances under the Danish Tax Prepayment Scheme, etc.
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Tax on profit/loss for the year

The entity and its Danish group entities are taxed on a joint basis. The Danish income tax charge is
allocated between profit-making and loss-making Danish entities in proportion to their taxable income
(full allocation method).

Jointly taxed entities to a tax refund are, as a minimum, reimbursed by the administration company
accounding to the current rates applicable to interest allowances, and jointly taxed companies having
paid too little tax pay, as a maximum, a surcharge accounding to the current rates applicable to interest
surcharges to the administration company.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred tax
charge, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profit/loss for
the year and directly in equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet
Tangible assets

Items of other and fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are measured at cost less
accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

The depreciable amount is cost less the expected residual value at the end of the useful life.

Cost comprises the purchase price and any costs directly attributable to the acquisition until the date
when the asset is available for use. The cost of self-constructed assets comprises direct and indirect
costs of materials, components, sub-suppliers and wages.

The basis of depreciation is based on the residual value of the asset at the end of its useful life and is
reduced by impairment losses, if any. The depreciation period and the residual value are determined at
the time of acquisition and are reassessed every year. Where the residual value exceeds the carrying
amount of the asset, no further depreciation charges are recognised.

Straight-line depreciation is provided on the basis of the following estimated useful lives of the assets:

Useful life

Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment 3-5 years
Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amount of property, plant and equipment is reviewed for impairment, other than what is
reflected through normal amortisation and depreciation, on an annual basis.
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Stocks
Stocks are measured at cost using the FIFO method. Where the net realisable value is lower than the
cost, inventories are recognised at this lower value.

The cost of goods for resale, raw materials and consumables comprises the purchase price plus delivery
costs.

The cost of finished goods and work in progress includes the cost of raw materials, consumables, direct
cost of labour and production/production overheads.

The net realisable value of stocks is calculated as the expected selling price less direct costs of
completion and expenses incurred to effect the sale. The net realisable value is determined taking into
account marketability, obsolescence and expected selling price movements.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost. As basis for interpretation regarding provisions for bad
debt, IAS 39 has been applied.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash and deposits at banks.

Income tax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated
tax on the taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income for previous years and tax
paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method in respect of temporary differences between
the carrying amount of assets and liabilities and their tax base, calculated on the basis of the planned
use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable
value.

Deferred tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method on all temporary differences between
the carrying amount and the tax value of assets and liabilities. However, deferred tax is not recognised
on temporary differences relating to goodwill which is not deductible for tax purposes and on office
premises and other items where temporary differences, apart from business combinations, arise at the
date of acquisition without affecting either profit/loss for the year or taxable income. Where alternative
tax rules can be applied to determine the tax base, deferred tax is measured based on Management's
intended use of the asset or settlement of the liability, respectively.

Accounting policies

Provisions

Provisions, such as contingent liability or contingent asset are measured with the best estimate of the
expenditure required to settle the present obligation at the balance sheet date. As basis for
interpretation IAS 37 has been applied.

Liabilities
Liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group companies and other payables, are
measured at amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the
transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction
date and at the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial
expenses. If foreign currency instruments are considered cash flow hedges, any unrealised value
adjustments are taken directly to a fair value reserve under ‘Equity’.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated at
the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the balance
sheet date and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the latest
financial statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.

Cash flow statement

In pursuance of section 86(4) of the Danish Financial Statements Act, no cash flow statement has been
prepared for the company, as the cash flows are included in the consolidated cash flow statement of the
parent company. Cash flow is stated in the Annual Report 2023 of Beiersdorf AG.
